     ‘Sustain Me’ is an acronym referring to the 9 key 
principles of the Health Message: S-Sunlight, U-Use 
of Water, S-Sleep, T-Trust in God, A-Abstain,  
I-Inhale, N-Nutrition, M-Moderation, E-Exercise 
     Over the next 9 weeks, we will look at what the word 
of God and Science have to teach us about imple-
menting these 9 key principles of the Health Message 
into our daily lives.
